SEALS

1. Seal:Rider on white horse, conqueror. Crown.

2. Seal:Rideronredhorse,who brings war. Sword.
3. Seal: Rideron black horse, pair of scales. Famine.
4. Seal:Rideron pale horse, Death & Hades.

Rev. 6:8 “...And they were given authority over a fourth of the
earth, to kill with sword, and with famine and with pestilence,
and by wild beasts of the earth.” (also, Ezekiel 7:15)

5. Seal: for justice, were given white
robes and told to rest a little longer, until the number of the
saints is complete, who were to be killed as they had been.

6. Seal: great earthquake, sun turned black, full moon became
like blood, and stars fell to the earth. Heavens vanished like a
scroll, and every mountain and island was removed from its
place. Kings of the earth hidein rocks and caves. The great day
of God’s wrath has come.

7. Seal: Silencein heaven for 30 minutes. 7 angels received 7
trumpets.
